FILTER CLEANING

The washing-machine is
equipped with a special filter
to retain large foreign matter
which could clog up the
drain, such as coins, butfons,
atc. These can, therefore,
easlly be recovered. The
procedures for cleaning the
filter are as follows:

® Open the lid as shown in
fig.

® Turn the filter anficlockwise
fill it stops in vertical position.
