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RC power and operation

* Pull out the battery lot on the rear of the
Remote controller. Insert a 3V battery (not
included).

* When the batteries are exhausted, replace
them with new batteries for normal operation.
Remove the batteries if the RC is not in use for
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a long time.

* The operating distance between the RC
and the main unit is up to 6 m, the operation
angle is not more than 30°.

Power supply

Battery operation
¢ Open the battery compartment cover.
Insert 6 x 1.5V batteries (not included). Please
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observe correct battery polarity or the unit will
not work. Close the battery compartment cover.

* When the batteries are exhausted, they
should be replaced.

* Do not recharge or heat the batteries.
Uncharged batteries is not a reason for
contacting a repair service.

¢ Disconnect power cord from the socket,
when the unit is on battery supply. Battery
power is automatically disconnected when the
power cord is connected to a power socket.

AC operation

» Before first plugging the appliance check
that voltage indicated on the rating label
corresponds to the mains voltage in your home.

¢ Insert the plug of the power cord into a
power supply socket.

General operations

Standby mode

» After the unit is connected to the power
source or the battery is inserted, it is in standby
mode; the clock is shown on the display. Press
POWER/ALARM OFF button to switch it on
from the standby mode; the radio mode will be
activated.

¢ |n the standby mode only clock and alarm/
snooze functions are available.

Volume
To adjust the sound volume level, press
VOL+ and VOL- buttons.

Clock setting

¢ In the standby mode press PLAY/PAUSE/
TIME button on the device or TIME/ALARM
button on the RC, the hour digits will blink;
press CLK-/BACK and CLK+/NEXT buttons to
set hours. Press PLAY/PAUSE/TIME or TIME/
ALARM button again, the minute digits will blink;
press CLK-/BACK and CLK+/NEXT buttons to
set minutes. Press the TIME/ALARM button
again to confirm.

¢ Press and hold FUNC. button to switch
between 12 and 24 hour presets.

If you want to maintain the clock running
when the power is turned off completely,
you can insert two batteries in the battery
compartment (see illustration on p.6).

Radio operation

* Press POWER/ALARM OFF button to
enable the radio mode.

* Press STOP/BAND/SLEEP button to
switch between AM and FM.

e Press and hold PLAY/PAUSE/TIME
button; the unit will automatically scan the
frequency range and save all available stations
in the memory (up to 30AM and 30FM). When
the automatic search will be completed, the
unit will start broadcasting the first found
station. If you nwant to stop the search, press
PLAY/PAUSE/TIME button again.

* Press repeatedly CLK-/BACK and CLK+/
NEXT buttons to adjust the current frequency
manually.

* Press PLAY/PAUSE/TIME button
repeatedly to select a saved station.

* Press MEMORY button once , the memory
slot number will be displayed.

* Press BACK or NEXT buttons to select the
desired number.

* Press MEMORY button to save that
station.

* Press and hold CLK-/BACK and CLK+/
NEXT buttons for automatic search.

* Extend the FM antenna for a better signal
reception.

Alarm operation

Setting the alarm

In the standby mode press and hold PLAY/
PAUSE/TIME button on the device or TIME/
ALARM button on the RC to enter the alarm
setting mode; the bell icon will be displayed



and the hour digits will blink. Alarm time is
adjusted in the same manner as the clock.

Snooze control

* When the alarm is on, press SNOOZE
button once, after 9 minutes the alarm will be
on again. This operation can be repeated 5
times. If no actions are made, the alarm will
turn off in 2 minutes.

¢ When the alarm is on, press POWER/
ALARM OFF button to stop the alarm. It will
resume after 24 hours.

e |f you want to switch off the alarm
completely, press and hold POWER/ALARM
OFF button; the bell icon will disappear. Press
and hold this button again to restore the alarm.

Press FUNC. button to change the alarm
source (AUX/USB/SD/RADIO/ALARM). When
RADIO is chosen, the last station broadcasted
will be played. SNOOZE button works only if
the alarm source is set to ALARM.

Sleep timer

In any mode (except standby) press and
hold STOP/BAND/SLEEP button repeatedly to
select the time period (from 90 to 0 minutes)
after which the unit will switch off automatically.
Corresponding digits will be displayed.

USB/SD operation

Playback

* Turn on the device

¢ Insert a USB device into the USB port or
SD card into the slot. The unit will switch to
USB/SD mode automatically and the USB/SD
icon will show in the top of the display. Or, if
afterwards you selcted another mode, press
FUNC. button repeatedly to select USB mode.

* Playback of the first track will start
automatically. The display will show PLAY icon
in the top and the number of the track.

* Press PLAY/PAUSE/TIME button to pause
playback. Press the button again to resume
playback. Press STOP/BAND/SLEEP button to
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stop playback; PLAY icon will disappear and
the display will show the total number of tracks.

* Press repeatedly CLK-/BACK and CLK+/
NEXT buttons to go to previous or next
track. Press and hold CLK-/BACK or CLK+/
NEXT buttons for fast reverse or fast forward
playback; release the button for normal
playback.

* Press SNOOZE/REPEAT/MEMORY
button once (REP icon will be displayed),
the current track will be played repeatedly.
Press the button once again (ALL icon
will be displayed), all tracks will be played
repeatedly. Press this button again to return to
normal playback (ALL and REP icons are not
displayed).

* Press repeatedly EQ button on the RC to
select one of the 5 available equalizer modes
(E01-E05 will be displayed): classica -> rock ->
popular -> jazz -> FLR.

General USB/SD notes

According to the USB 1.1/2.0 Standard,
usage of a USB device with power current
consumption exceeding 500 mA is not
recommended without supplementary power
supply. Failure to use supplementary power for
connected USB drives with power consumption
exceeding this value as well as defective
USB drives may cause mechanical or thermal
changes of elements of this unit as well as
failure of internal elements of the USB port.
Such damages are not warrantee cases.

Warning: usage of external USB drives
containing BIN files in the root directory may
cause malfunction of the unit or damage to the
software.

e This unit is equipped with a USB socket
that can accept and play MP3 files stored on
standard USB flash (2.0 version)/SD cards up
to 32 GB.

* FAT and FAT32 file system is supported by
this unit.

You can connect the audio output of an
external device to this unit, to listen to the sound

* To connect an external audio device, please use a standard audio cable with 3.5-mm-to-3.5
mm plugs (not included) to connect the headphone out or audio line-out of the external device to

the AUX input socket of this unit.

¢ Press FUNC button repeatedly to select AUX mode; AUX icon will be displayed.
¢ Turn on the external device. You cannot control playback with the buttons of this unit except

adjusting the volume.

cleaned with a slightly damp cloth.
